The workshop Algorithms that Matter (Almat) has focussed on experimental practice with 
algorithms in computer music. Alternative to the common understanding of algorithms as 
problem solving processes or formalisations, the workshop builds upon a perspective 
from which algorithms rather become performing agencies. Through the continuous 
unfolding of the recursive transformations, they are exposed as materialised and 
situated, becoming in turn subject to the moulding of the computer musician. 
 
The participants will present an experimental reactive self-regulating network worked out 
during the workshop. Individual network nodes will appear in an installative setting, 
sharing the same sonic space and therefore engaging with each other in the purely 
acoustic domain. Their coupling will eventually result in an evolving eco-system of sound-
generating and -transforming agents.
