Agata Zubel’s compositions have been commissioned by 

prestigious music institutions such as Los Angeles Philharmonic, Seattle Symphony, 

Staatsoper Hannover, Westdeutscher Rundfunk (for Neue Vocalsolisten), Ensemble 

Intercontemporain, Ultraschall, Deutsche Welle in Bonn, Wratislavia Cantans Festival, 

and the Grand Theatre – National Opera in Warsaw. 

Winner of several competitions, both as singer and composer, she also received the

as the world’s leading ensembles, such as: Klangforum Wien, musikFabrik, Inter-

more than a dozen titles, including albums dedicated to her own music, as well as her 

vocal interpretations of songs by Copland, Berg, Szymański and more.
